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Live sculptures. Copy and cut up the cards. Divide the class into groups of 3 or 4. Give each 

group 2 cards (depends on the number of groups). Students read the tale once more to find the 

described situations on the cards. The groups make live still sculptures. While one group is 

demonstrating the sculptures, the others try to guess their names.
